Be ready to tell
about which country your doll is from, what ancestor came from that
country (mom, dad, grandmother, great-grandfather, etc.), and talk
about the clothing that your doll is wearing. Be sure to practice this
many times at home to be prepared for your presentation. You will not
be able to read from your write up paper.
